Please ti lt the U shape Bolt through the holes of plastic space. Make the hook side of the Jig through

one hole of steel sheet and turn the sheet in order to make the other hole of the sheet through the U

boft. Please see picture 1,2 and 3.

After assemble the screw set, you may find the Steel Jig is lopsided, this will not influence the function

of the Steel Jig.

The Screw Set must be on the inside, underneath the trampoline. IMPORTANT - Do not attach the Upper

Steel Jig to the "T" piece on the Frame. The Steel Jig must be located on the leg only.

Care & Use

a Assembly Information - This Safety Net must be assembled by an adult.  They must be assembled exactly in

accordance uith the asscmbly instruct ions. Enl ist ing the aid of a hclper wil l  make assembly easier. This

Safet-v Net contains small  parts and is not suitable tbr chi ldren under 3 years. Please take an inventory of al l

parts bcl irrc- assembly. Should thcre be any missing pans. thc equipnrcnt must not be used unti l  replacernent

parts har.'e been fitted.

a Location- Your trarnpoline must be placed on a f lat and level surface which is well- l ighted. Under no

circumstances should i t  be posit ioned on a harcl surface such as concrete or asphalt,  unless the ground under

the trampoline has free-space of 2 meters surrounding the trarnpoline and is covered w' i th a safety surface as

well  as a 8 meters clearance space in heigh.t Examples of suitable surfaces are grass, sand or a play surface

intended for this trampoline. I t  is important not to place or store anything under your trampoline. Please also

read the instruct ions accompanied u' i th your trampoline.

Safety lnformation

. This Safety Net is designed and made for family domestic use only by people 6 years and older. l t  is not a

rebounding device. l t  is designed as an Safety Net to

( ' l  )  control entry and exit  to and from the trampoline and,

(2) al low jumpers to gain confidence, balance, coordination and agi l i ty without the fear of rebounding off

the trampoline, where injury could occur.



Adult supervision of children - Children should always be supervised while they are playing on the

trampoline fitted with an Safety Net and should be instructed not to use it in an inappropriate or

hazardous manner. In particular be aware of:
- The objects children bring into the Safety Net
- Children's activities inside the Safety Net
- Conditions inside the Safety Net when children are using it
- The way children get into and out of the Safety Net

Children should not wear cycle helmets while playing on the trampoline.

The frame of your trampoline is made of steel and it will conduct electricity. No electrical equipment (l ights,

heaters, extension cords, household appliances, etc.) should be permitted rn or on the Safety Net under

any circumstances to avoid the risk of electrocution.

Never allow more than one person to use the trampoline at a time. Multiple users may collide with each

other and this can result in serious injury.

As your trampoline mat is raised off the ground, there is the risk of a fall when exiting the trampoline

through the door of the Safety Net. Children should be assisted when entering and exiting the Safety Net

so to reduce their risk of fall inq.

Only the door of the lrampoline Safety Net should be used to enter or exit the Safety Net.

Weather conditions - Special care should be taken as weather conditions change. In particular, surfaces

can become slippery in wet weather and tongues and lips can stick to the metalwork at subzero

temperatures. In warmer and sunnier weather, parts can become hot, and temperatures should be

regularly checked during use, especially metal parts.

Care & Maintenance Of Your Trampoline
. With all products it is vital that the equipment is checked regularly and often by an adult. The complete

products should be checked at least once a month, and particular attention should be paid to connections

and fastenings. lf any parts exhibit signs of wear and tear, they may need to be replaced. Failure to do

this may result in the product malfunctioning and causing injury.

The product must not be used until properly and fully installed and checked. Galvanised tubular products

may require occasional maintenance. lf surface rust appears it should be removed with either a wire

brush or coarse sandpaper, and the area treated with non-toxic paint.

o To avoid damage to the Safety Net, do not allow pets or other animals inside. Their claws and teeth can

damage the netting and the trampoline mat.

. Make sure that no bonfires are lit close enough to threaten your trampoline and Safety Net. In windy

conditions, sparks and embers can travel significant distances and burn holes in both the Safety Net

netting and trampoline mat.

o Any large trampoline, with or without an Safety Net, can be blown around in high winds and cause injury

or damage. We recommend that the Safety Net should be removed under these conditions and stored in

a dry place.
